The region's passenger traffic continued its record growth
pbace as August traffic rose 5.2%, setting a new mark for
our best August ever. Our airports served 12 million
passengers, or 550,000 more than we handled in August
2014. The gains translate to year-to-date growth of 5.4%,
or about 4.2 million passengers higher than the same
period last year. Unlike previous months, international
traffic set the pace, as it rose 5.2%. Domestic traffic was
up 5.2%.: The region is on track for another record-
preaking year, and year-end growth likely will be higher
than the predicted 2.5%. Excluding April, the region's
monthly cargo growth rate has progressively fallen after
