On behalf of the Contestant, the undersigned hereby gives notice of its intent to deliver the following documents in submission to the Design Competition(s) for [LaGuardia Airport][John F. Kennedy International Airport]:
An executive summary of the proposed design plan(s)
Conceptual renderings of airport layout, including interior and exterior rendering of major structures on-airport
Program plan to support conceptual plan, with a narrative highlighting key features, such as passenger amenities and airport access and addressing elements above including rough order of magnitude cost and timetable
A narrative of Contestant firm and staff experience
A list of Contestant affiliates.
A statement that the Contestant can make the Certifications required in the Port Authority’s Contractor Integrity Provisions, or a disclosure as to why the Certifications cannot be made. 

	The Contestant acknowledges and agrees that in order to be considered for a Design Fee, the Contestant’s submission(s) must be deemed, in the sole judgment of the Port Authority, to be responsive to all Competition requirements.  The Contestant must also pass an integrity/responsibility review in order for its submission(s) to be deemed compliant with the Competition requirements and, if applicable, eligible for the Design Fee.  Qualified costs reimbursable by the Design Fee include reasonable, documented time charges of outside consultants, cost of materials or services expended to develop or prepare the design plan submission(s) and travel expenses incurred in the development of the submission(s), as determined in the Port Authority’s sole judgment.

The Design Fee is not intended to be compensation, full or partial, to the Contestant for its participation in these Competitions, and payment thereof is subject to approval by the Port Authority Board of Commissioners.  Other than the Design Fee, the Port Authority does not owe any reimbursement, compensation or other payment to any of the Contestant.  In order to receive payment, the Contestant eligible to receive a Design Fee must submit a reasonably detailed invoice for such payment to the Port Authority with its submission.  The execution by the Contestant of this Letter of Intent shall constitute the Contestant’s agreement with all terms set forth in the solicitation document for the Competitions, including terms herein and therein governing the Design Fee.

The Contestant agrees that its submission(s) shall constitute full and irrevocable release of, and waiver of its rights to, any claims, disputes, or protests in respect of these Competitions.  The Contestant agrees that the Port Authority will bear no obligation or liability whatsoever for any action, inaction, change in law or circumstances or changes with respect to JFK and/or LGA that may affect the Competitions or its submission(s).  Neither the Commissioners of the Port Authority, nor any of them, nor any officer, agent or employee of the Port Authority may be charged personally with any liability by the Contestant or held liable to the Contestant in connection with these Competitions.  The Contestant, by executing this Letter of Intent, expressly waives any right it may have to bring a claim against any Commissioner for any such liability.  The Port Authority is not obligated whatsoever to advance or further any submission, or any design or work proposed in any submission.

The Contestant agrees that it will direct any questions or communications concerning the Competitions to the Port Authority contact person listed in the Design Competition Solicitation.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Letter of Intent, the Contestant retains the right not to submit of participate in the Design Competitions at any time up to the submission deadline.
