	PHASE I: CONDITION ASSESSMENT  
The report shall include, but not be limited to, the following sections:

1. Executive Summary

This section shall include a clear and concise summary of assessment conclusions with condition of the existing equipment, system and overall facility presented in narratives as well as a tabulated format, separated by each system. 

2. Introduction

A. Objective

B. Scope

C. Assumptions

D. Assessment Criteria


3. Condition Assessment Methodology

This section shall include methodologies considered and used for the assessment of each equipment and each system with its own subsection for each respective discipline. 

4. Individual Equipment/System Sections

These sections shall contain detailed assessment with narratives of current condition each piece of major equipment, under the specific major system assessed and each major system. Each piece of major equipment and system shall have its own subsection. Each subsection shall contain the following, at a minimum:

A. A brief description of the equipment including tag number (i.e. “CT 1”), manufacturer, model number, serial number, year manufactured, and year installed, etc. A description of how the equipment is operated, under the specific system including hours of operation.

B. A description of the equipment’s maintenance schedule as well as any prior major maintenance or repairs made to the equipment. Note any maintenance and repairs planned or needed for the future.

C. A description of any prior assessments or tests performed on the equipment. This shall include the status of any recommendations made in prior assessment or test reports.

D. A description of the methods used in the evaluation of the equipment or system.


5. Performance Assessment

This section shall include required performance assessed with narratives.  

6. Equipment and System Replacement Cost Estimates

This section shall include order-of-magnitude cost estimates for the replacement of all the equipment of equivalent capacity required with narratives.  

7. Appendices

Appendices shall include, but not be limited to the following:

A. Site map 

B. Electrical systems one-line diagrams

C. Mechanical systems schematic diagrams

D. Heat balance diagrams

This section shall include, at a minimum, narratives of the inspection and testing of chilled water distribution piping and inspection of other systems.
