Regional passenger traffic rose only 0.5 percent in July on
A 1.1 percent capacity reduction. Domestic traffic fell 3.6
percent on a 4.5 percent seat reduction and rising yield,
eaving little incentive for any near term spurt in capacity
growth. International markets grew 8.5 percent on a 5.6
percent seat increase. ATA reported zero net passenger
gronth. Regional freight increased 20 percent —the same
as the Y-T-D pace set through June. Domestic freight rose
1.3 percent, while international traffic grew 31.3 percent.
